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TERRITORY OF THE BRITISH VIRGIN ISLANDS
THE COMPANIES ACT, CAP 285

ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF -
BRITISH VIRGIN ISLANDS CHAM
AND §

(A company limited by guarantee and not having capital divided into shares)

1. Inferpretation
a. Inthese articles, unless there be something in the subject or context inconsistent
therewith: '

“The Association” means the above named Association;

“The Board” means the members for the time being of the Board.

b. These articles shall be construed with reference to the provisions of the
Companies Act, Cap. 285 as amended, and the terms used in these articles shall be taken
as having the same respective meanings as they have when used in that act.

2. Aims and Objective
The aims and objectives of the Association shall be as follows:

a. To encourage and promote business in the British Virgin Islands;

b. To provide a framework whereby the business and commercial
cornng)unity of the Territory can speak with a unified voice on issues of concem to all of its
members;

¢. To promote the British Virgin Islands as a resort area and tourist
destination;

d. To encourage cooperation between the tourism industry and all other
businesses in the Territory, recognizing that those businesses are allied with tourism as the
foundation of the economy;

e. To provide a forum for the candid exchange of views between members;

f. To strive continuously to improve the standards of service within all
businesses;

g. To provide technical expertise and consulting assistance to all of its
members;

h. To raise funds for carmrying out the aims and objectives of the Association;
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particulars of alleged offenses, and shall be afforded the

opportunity of attending the meeting and answering any charges.

. ¢. A two-thirds majority vote of the Board members at such meeting shall be
required for suspension or expulsion of a member. In the case of suspension, the Eloard
shall decide the period of suspension. The decision of the Board shall be final and binding.

d. A suspended or expelied member shall remain liable for his accrued and
unpaid dues and any other financial obligations to the Association up to the
date the suspension or expuision becomes effective.
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
